We wish to submit an original research article entitled “Analysis of Heavy Metals Contamination and Quality Parameters of Groundwater in Ihetutu, Ishiagu” for consideration by Journal of Geological Research. 

We believe that this manuscript is appropriate for publication by Journal of Geological Research because it evaluates the quality of groundwater available for drinking and other domestic purposes in Ihetutu where several mining activities have been ongoing for several decades. The study involved assessing the levels of heavy metals and other physico-chemical parameters in groundwater samples, and comparing data obtained with control (pre-mining) values and standard guidelines/limits. 

This work is significant because it would highlight the level of contamination by heavy metals and quality deterioration in groundwater in the study area, mostly due to the prolonged Pb-Zn mining operations and other natural and anthropogenic sources. The work would also provide valid information on the quality groundwater in the area, and data that would be useful for impact assessment activities in Ihetutu, Ishiagu.
