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iii. A brief description of the novelty and importance of the findings detailed in the paper.
This study aims to develop a valid self-perceived scale for high school students age 14 and above to measure classroom behavior for the Personal and Social Responsibility in Physical Education settings. This scale consisted of eight aspects that extended from the level of responsibility of teaching personal and social responsibility model (TPSR) raised by Hellison (Hellison, 2011). The items from the scale based on theory and conceived from interviews with open-ended questions were conceived from teachers, students, and scholars' responses. From a large sample of 1091, the eight subscales of goal, responsibility, respecting others' rights and feelings, participation and effort, self-direction, caring, and value.
PSRSPE promises a deeper understanding of moral education that is particularly critical when working with high school students. Different facets of PSRSPE may have different effects on the outcome, and it is necessary to clear relationships among these aspects, thence, educators can design and validate successful improvement of students’ behaviors. Besides, PSRSPE offers a valid assessment of responsibility behaviors in a PE setting base on a comprehensive definition derived from the leading instructional perspectives of the TPSR model. Results supported excellent reliability and validity. The Personal and Social Responsibility Scale for Physical Education (PSRSPE) is the comprehensive localized scale available that good fits in factor structure with students behaving in Macao's PE setting. 
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
