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Novelty and importance of the findings 

The empirical verification conducted provides new evidence regarding the interrelations between job-family articulation, satisfaction and individual job performance. Findings confirm the negative impact of the JFC on the levels of satisfaction and performance; as well as the positive impact of JFE on such variables. In turn, they confirm the partial mediating role that satisfaction plays between both dimensions of the job-family articulation and job performance.
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
